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Dennis Ritchie
Creator of the C prog. 
language . He and Ken 
Thompson created the UNIX
OS in 1969.

Andrew S. Tanenbaum
Author of the first open-source 
UNIX clone , called Minix . He is 
also well recognized for 
authoring several textbooks on 
computer science.

Steven Gary Wozniak 
Wozniak started his hacking 
making devices for phone 
phreaking. By 1975 he 
withdrew from the University 
of California and invented the 
Apple I , one of the first 
microcomputers. 

Richard M. Stallman
Founder of the GNU Project , 
ardent free software
advocate. Got his start hacking 
at MIT, as a "staff hacker" on 
the Emacs project and others. 

Timothy J. Berners-Lee
Berners-Lee is recognised as 
the founding father of the 
World Wide Web . In 1990 he 
invented HTML and the HTTP
protocol, and wrote the first 
web client and server. 

Michal Zalewski
Polish security researcher 
and long time Bugtraq
poster, Zalewski has 
authored a number of 
security audit tools, 
including p0f and 0trace. 

Linus Benedict Torvalds
Torvalds conceived his 
monolithic Linux kernel in 1991, 
as a free replacement for 
Tanenbaum's Minix operating 
system. Torvalds was then a 
student at the University of 
Helsinki. 

Elias Levy
Known as "Aleph One ". 
Former moderator of 
Bugtraq, and co-founder of 
SecurityFocus . Author of 
"Smashing The Stack For 
Fun and Profit" (1996).
